� William Rogers, Eisenhower's Attorney General  and Nixon's Secretary of State until he was replaced by Henry Kissinger on August 22nd, 1973.  


� Richard A. Moore, one of Nixon's advisors, and Nixon's candidate to talk to Mitchell (see, e.g., call (2) in this series, between Nixon and Haldeman 5:48-5:58 pm, where Nixon says, “More is the only o:ne” who can talk to Mitchell (page 9, line 41).


� Elliot Richardson, Secretary of Defense. He replaced Richard Kleindienst as Attorney General


on April 30th, 1973, when the resignations of Haldeman, Ehrlichman, Kleindienst and John Dean were announced by press secretary Ronald Ziegler. According to Lukas (p.458), Nixon chose Richardson “to personify vigor, honesty, and integrity to a deeply suspicious press and public”.
